Signing for Open Road Tolling Systems
Melody Matter
McCormick Taylor, Inc.

Melody Matter gave a presentation on how open
road tolling systems work. She has had experience
in several projects in TX, FL, MD, and CO. She
used a Pennsylvania Turnpike example project for
the presentation. She explained how an open
barrier system worked using an all video tolling
process to bill those without electronic
transponders. One of the key things they had to
decide in the process was how much information to
display to the driver. Open roads tolling takes an
enormous amount of advanced planning.

Enhanced Incident Management:

Leveraging the Tools Available
Daniel Rydzewski
City of Norfolk

Mr. Rydzewski explained how Norfolk was using
the TMS tools they had available to deal with
incident management.  They were using VDOT
TMS data which they had some control of along
with City signal control to deal with incidents.

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Mr. Walus explained VDOT’s new regulations
regarding the PE signing and sealing process. He
explained what needs to be sealed and what does
not. A committee looked at who needed a PE and
who did not. It determined that VDOT needed 425
positions to hold a PE license. The General
Assembly has changed the state code so that state
and local governments don’t have to seal work.
DPOR decided that even VDOT employees fall
under their authority.

Roanoke’s Complete Streets Policy

Mr. Jamison presented Roanoke’s new complete
streets policy which accommodates all street users
not just the automobile. He gave examples of its
implementation in the City. It uses context
sensitive solutions in its approach. It can bentbu
on Roanoke’s planning web site.

Mr. Lipschultz presented a recent project he
completed in Bristol Virginia and Tennessee. He
worked to provide for pedestrian facilities on an
urban street that had virtually no existing
accommodations. The pedestrian accommodations
accounted for pedestrian impairments such as
blindness. The work was done cooperation with
both VDOT and TNDOT.
